fEninsh: This term we have split English into spelling, grammar and punctuation and project. In spelling,
grammar and punctuation, we will be looking at word classes, commas and full stops, and the use of
capital letters. We will also be doing weekly spelling investigations. In project we will be writing letters,

instruction texts, poems and fact files based on our projects.

Maths: In Maths we will be learning all about place value, looking to strengthen our number knowledge.
Through using the concrete resources, we will be exploring counting forwards and backwards, how to
partition numbers into tens and ones. We will be comparing numbers using >, < and =, and will be using
terms such as ‘greater than’ and ‘less than’. We will continuously be working on our problem solving and
reasoning skills as well as our 2, 5 and 10-times table.

Science: This term we are going to be looking at ‘Seasonal Changes’. We will be developing our
observational and questioning skills whilst working scientifically. We will be learning to gather data by
performing simple tests to observe the changes across the four seasons and describe the weather
associated with the seasons.

Theme: Our first project is ‘My Home’. This term we will be learning where we live in regards to the UK.
